AWhat is a strewing area?0 | hear you ask,
cremation of a loved one, it is possible to have their ashes laid to rest in the churchyard

with a simple, but loving, service of prayer. Their ashes can be buried in an urn or a

wooden casket, or they can be strewn. This means the ashes are put directly into the
ground, without a container, with the same service of prayer.

There is an area of the churchyard marked out in a grid of 200 one metre by one metre
squares: this is the strewing area. As a memorial to those laid to rest in the strewing area,
there will be a Book of Remembrance for their details to be recorded.

In these times of increased environmental awareness this is an option that has the least
impact on the ecosystem.

It is sad, but inevitable, that eventually the churchyards of our four churches will become
full. We are already in the position of not being able to reserve burial plots. So, we are
offering strewing as an option because we are aware of how important it is to have your
loved ones laid rest at the parish church. As the Church in our villages, we have a duty and
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a responsibility to lay to rest all those who live in our parish T and, by the way, this duty is
regardless of church attendance! That is not a consideration at all.

This letter probably seems an odd mix of joy and celebration for the confirmation and a
reality check about our final resting places. But actually thatis| i f e i sndét it ?
celebrate where we can and do our best in the difficult times.
